USSSA RULE CHANGES  
2020 Rule Change:  
Any legally caught FOUL FLY BALL is now a LIVE BALL, regardless of the count on the batter when the ball was hit.  
2021 Rule Change:  
RULE 1 SEC.5 BATTER’S BOX (Refer to accompanying statement of the rule change and diagram)

 2021 RULE CHANGES 
RULE l PLAYING FIELD Sec 5, page 9 Clarifies that the batter, when hitting the ball, may not have the back foot completely further forward of a line defining the front edge of home plate; retains all other traditional restrictions regarding the side and rear lines of the batter’s box, as well as stepping on home plate 
Further, the following batter’s box guidelines will be used: The batter must take an initial position with his back foot no further forward than a line defining the front edge of home plate. 
The batter will be called out if he hits the ball when the back foot is completely further forward than the line defining the front edge of home plate. 
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[bookmark: _GoBack]NOTE: If the back foot is properly located when the ball is batted, then the front foot can be on the ground completely beyond the front line of the batter’s box WITHOUT any penalty. (This accommodates a player with a big forward stride)  
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
