White Plains Adult Softball COVID - 19 Safety Guidelines

In order to have a successful and safe season the following safety guidelines must be followed by all players, umpires, and spectators.
Social Distancing/Masks
1. Pregame meeting between umps and managers should be brief and adhere to social distancing guidelines.
2. If a game is being played and the teams for the following game arrive, they must keep distance from the dugout area and the stands. Once the game is over, the team is asked to gather their belongings and leave the dugout area. Once the team has fully cleared the area the teams for the next game may enter.
3. Umps, batters, and catchers MUST wear a face covering. Once a batter reaches base they are allowed to take their face covering off.
4. Players must practice social distancing while in the dugout area. If social distancing is not possible, a mask must be worn. At fields that have bleachers, players should use these as seats in order to properly social distance.
5. Postgame handshakes between teams are not allowed.
Equipment 
1. Avoid sharing equipment. When not possible, it is recommended that the equipment is properly sanitized between uses.
2. Players are permitted to use their own bats, for this season only. Bats must have the new USSSA stamp and will be checked by umpires before each game. If a player is found to be using an illegal/modified bat they will be suspended from the league.
3. Hand sanitizer will be provided at the fields along with cleaning wipes to wipe down the handle of the bats.
Spectators
1. The number of spectators will be limited to two spectators per player and they must practice social distancing. If social distancing is not possible, a mask must be worn.


If anyone feels sick/ has COVID-19 symptoms they must stay home and not participate.
